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AESTHETIC LASER PROCEDURES

This course is designed to meet requirements for individuals wanting to become a Texas Certified Laser Hair
Apprentice. Upon completion of 100 total procedures, the student will meet the requirement to be a Texas Certified
Laser Hair Technician. The training will prepare the student to sit for the Texas recognized designation as a Certified
Laser Hair Removal Provider (CLHRP). Students receive 80 hours of training in the classroom, lab and during a 20-hour
practicum. The practicum will begin after the classroom and lab training have been completed. Students will be
required to have successfully completed an American Heart Association CPR for Healthcare Professionals course prior
to the practicum.
